Parsha Tzav Family Discussion                                                  B”H

Last week’s parsha was about why the Jewish people gave sacrifices (gift offerings) in the Mishkan.  This week in parsha Tzav, Moshe instructs the people about when to give the offerings: once in the morning, once in the afternoon and once in the evening.  Today we don’t make offerings in the form of sacrifices, instead we pray to say thank you and I’m sorry to Hashem.  We follow the custom of praying three times a day, just as the Kohain gadol made gift offerings three times a day.  When we pray in the morning it is called Shachrit, in the afternoon it is called Mincha and in the evening it is called Ma’ariv.  Hashem also instructs Moshe about all the laws for making the offering (again).

Hashem then begins to instruct the Jewish people about the laws for keeping kosher (kashrut).  We are instructed not to eat blood – that is why we check our eggs before we bake and eat kosher meat that has been salted to remove all the blood.

Discussion Questions:

1) How many times a day do Jewish people pray? (3)

2) Why do we check our eggs before we bake? (to make sure they are kosher and don’t have any blood in them)

3) Do we make gift offerings to Hashem today?  (No, instead we pray)

4) Did you burn anything at school today? (Yes!  The chametz!!)
